Reminders





*Check your child’s extra clothing and make sure it is appropriate for the weather.  Your child is required to have extra clothing at the center at all times.  When you are called due to there not being any, you must bring something or pick up your child immediately.  We try to find something in our extra stash until you can get here, but considering that these items are very rarely returned we are limited. 


*No outside food is allowed in the center.  This includes breakfast.  Please be sure your child has finished any food before entering the center.  We have children with extreme allergies and we have to be very careful.  It is also not fair to the other children in the class when a child walks in with food, as well as to the teacher for having to be the one to ask your child to put the food away.   We often have to clean food off the floor because children are walking around with it.  All foods for parties must be approved by admin before being brought into center.   State regulations are getting stricter on the junk food served to children so in the future, only food that has been approved will be allowed to be given to the children.





*Breakfast ends at 8:15.  Please remember that if you drop off after this time, your child needs to have already eaten.  If you drop off at 8:15, you are causing breakfast to be prolonged and class starting their activities late.  So please be sure your child is here at 8:00 to eat breakfast.





*It is important that we work together as a unit for your child.  This not only includes communicating with each other, but making sure we are being respectful of each other.   It is understandable that you may not always see your child’s teacher, but it is important that you speak with them before going to admin.  The teacher is with your child all day and they know exactly what happened to be able to explain it better to you. 





*Children should not be wearing jewelry to the center.  It can be broken or lost.  Necklaces are potential choking hazards.
